Jacqui Wilkins expressed concern that outline permission had been granted for the development in Cottage Lane. She again stressed that this was outside the SAMDev and the planning officer did not take into account the concerns expressed by the parish council and local residents. Shropshire Cllr S. Davenport said he was taking this matter up with the officers as it had been wrongly stated in the decision document that he had supported this application.
